    Venezuela has always been a small Rifle in Latin America, in addition to its 

diverse cultural heritage among peoples of multiple races and sects, including 

indigenous, latin , and African – Arab, and its richness with many natural 

resources, but all of this has not spared it from suffering from political unrests, 

crises, and internal tensions, as well as tense relations between it and the united 

states of America.  

      Venezuela is very similar to the rest of the latin American countries in its 

modern historical composition, the struggle against the Spanish occupation, 

American interventions, and language, but it differs from it in that it is richen oil 

and has distinguished relations with competitors of the united states of America, 

such as Russia and china, and the sharp tendency of its political system towards 

what is western, in addition to instability, security tensions and investment in the 

drug trade, which the united states considers as war that Venezuela is waging 

against it.   

     Tension has always been prevalent in Venezuela as a result of political 

fluctuations and competition between communist and liberal parties, and in light 

of the world, popular protests have always escalated, ending in coups, some of 

which are successful and others doomed to failure , which negatively affects 

political stability and strains relations with the united states and the rest of the 

western world, and this reality has continued until now. Since the assumption of 

former Venezuela president Hugo Chavez and following his death in 2013, and 

his brother Nicolas Maduro succeeded him, the country has faced challenges and 

the escalation of popular protests by opposition supported by the American 

position and the western position in general as a result of their failure to accept 

Maduro,s.

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    Julia Turkewitz, with the help of photojournalist Adriana Loureiro Fernandez, 

prepared a report on the latest development in Venezuela , as she noticed a 

widespread presence of members of the Bolivarian militia, a reserve force, 

driving armored military vehicles in the capital Caracas, during the month of 

September.  

    The timing of publishing this article comes in light of the escalation of 

American threats towards Venezuela , and in return, the increasing tension and 

anxiety within Venezuela and the escalation in political rhetoric on the part of 

Venezuelan president Nicolas maduro . hence, we can expect political, 

economic and military scenarios of a high degree of danger.  

   This mutual escalation between the two countries at all levels heralds the 

presence of a new military scene that may prompt U S president Donald trump 

to authorize military action against Venezuela and change the political regime 

inside Venezuela and the beginning of a new era there after a pattern of lack of 

international relations and diplomatic exchange prevailed between them. But it 

clashes with what US president Donald trump announces between his desire to 

end wars around the world as well as wars in which Washington does not want 

to be a party.  

Many observers and analysts believe that the tensions occurring in U.S – 

Venezuelan relations come with in a connected historical context of political 

divisions that have been going on for years , extending to the era of Venezuelan 

president Hugo Chavez , who had a direct and very significant impact on the 

tension in U.S – Venezuelan relations, and then his brother Maduro in the 

presidency . political and democratic values continue to increase the differences 

between them.  

Trump recently announced through his truth social media network that 

Venezuela,s airspace has  become closed to civil aviation and drug traffickers. 

This is another escalatory step that paints before us a scene of an American 

ground invasion against Venezuela.  

The Monroe doctrine is still in the imagination of president Donald trump, and 

the united states has been employing the Monroe doctrine to prevent any spread 

of hostile forces within the countries of the Latin American region , especially 

since Venezuela , in light of its political doctrine , is investing in its international

activities in a way that now poses a threat to American national security.
